Our school moved from School of Progress 2007-2008 to School of Distinction 2008-2009, earned high growth status and met all AYP goals.  
The numbers only tell part of the story. At our school we are proud of the many things outside the testing realm.  First time sports included middle school baseball in the spring of 09 and a girls’ softball team this fall.  We now offer all middle school athletics plus one extra with golf.  The gym is completed and we look forward to having visiting teams enjoy our fine facility.  PTA was instrumental in providing and installing new playground equipment and a new laminator.  Our numbers in AIG and Junior Beta have increased.  We have active clubs such as student council, school news, and computer club.  Dance, voice and guitar lessons are also available.  Teachers include many fun activities and field trip experiences to go along with their curriculum and AR projects.  Staff members continue to train and use technology instruction in the classroom.  We also have many active parent volunteers to help out in the classrooms and during EOG test time.  If you’d like to volunteer, see Mrs. McDaniel at the front reception desk.
